FETO ‘big in Japan,’

TOKYO - The group said to
have orchestrated last year’s
coup attempt in Turkey poses a
major threat to Japan, Turkish
Foreign Minister Mevlut
Cavusoglu said Wednesday.
“FETO is also very active in
Japan and poses a big threat
here,” he said, referring to the
Fetullah Terrorist Organization
in a speech on Middle East
developments at the Sasakawa
Peace Foundation.

First ship carrying food

Cavusoglu said some FETO
members were tied to foreign
intelligence agencies. “We

had to remove 25 percent of
our diplomats, who were not
affiliated with the state but with
FETO,” he told the audience in
Tokyo.

Turkey blames FETO, led by
U.S.-based Fetullah Gulen,

of arranging last July’s coup
attempt, which left 250 dead.
Since the coup, Turkey has
arrested tens of thousands of
suspected FETO supporters and
dismissed more than 100,000
public servants from across the
government.

Turning to the conflict in Syria,
Cavusoglu said the war had
“become a global problem by
overflowing from the Middle
East.”

Beleaguered Gulf
State to receive
4,000 tons of food
amid ongoing
embargo by Arab
countries

[ZMIR, Turkey - A ship
carrying 4,000 tons of food
for beleaguered Qatar left
Turkey early on Thursday,
marking a change in how
essential supplies are being
sent to the tiny Gulf state.
The vessel, carrying dry
food, fruits and vegetables,
departed Izmir in western
Turkey.

Qatar, a small peninsular Gulf
state, cannot maintain food
supplies across its now-closed
land border with Saudi Arabia
because of the “embargo
crisis”, the chief executive of
the logistics company behind
the shipment told Anadolu
Agency.

Ipek Demirci said a sea route
had been opened because air
transport was insufficient to
meet the needs of the Qatari
population.

She also said her firm was
preparing to send a second
ship in the coming days.

So far, 105 cargo planes from
Turkey have carried aid to
Qatar, Ankara’s economy
minister, Nihat Zeybekei, said
on Wednesday.
